With Scott managing, supervising and coordinating the work and 

simultaneously operating the camp, it’s impressive that none of our infrastructure escaped attention this year. 

Warning: run-on sentence, dead ahead! Two new boats in the water & 1 major dock upgrade, all that lodge furniture, 2 

major cabin siding jobs, 2 new rooves, new floors in the office and 2 cabins, 2 new toilets, laundry / refrigeration / pantry 

expansions, 2 rebuilt patios, upgraded and relocated water filtration system, new cabin fridges, erosion control and 

window blinds … we also removed a ton of old supplies, tore down the majority of staff accommodations and started a 

replacement, reinforced decks, leveled and reinforced the lodge’s 60 footings, finished our power panel … and I’m 

probably forgetting some.
